I am writing to y.9U~boutJhe future of the National Federation of Sea Anglers which has been in exi$tence -
since 1904. For over 30 of those years the NFSA's finances have been substantially augmented by
Government funds for developing Sea Angling as a sporting activity. Today that money makes up about 30 per
cent of our income.

Following a change in the goals and priorities of Sport England, the Government body that oversees these
funds, it has recently been made clear that the funds that Sport England allocates to angling, will no longer go
to the lead bodies, but instead go to a new body, the Angling Development Board (ADB) to employ a team of
dedicated development people to serve all disciplines of angling, focussing purely on coaching and
development programmes as a way to improve participation levels.

The loss of one-third of our income calls for a serious decision about our future.

As a result we are faced with a considerable financial loss this financial year, which will seriously deplete our
small reserves. Next year, if no action is taken, the NFSAwill face closure.

Your newly formed Board has, as required under company law, spent a lot of time considering the options. Its
unanimous decision is that there is no alternative but to raise subscriptions if the NFSAis to continue its work
of representing your needs to government, in the work of promoting and protecting your sport and providing
vital affordable services and liability insurance to all our members.

In the last 18 months the NFSAhas made considerable improvements and a major impact on government on
behalf of sea anglers. You recently gave us clear direction on your priorities and we have clear plans to
progress them. However, without the confidence of secure and independent funding we will not be able to
continue this work.

Current main membership category fees are £16 for an individual and £1 per head for fishing members of
clubs,and these have been unchangedfor two years.
For this, individuals receivehigh quality 3rdparty insurance,regular newsletters, a handbook,eligibility to get
involved in regional activities, support on training & developmentand access issues and most importantly of
all (according to your returns to our last members survey) a body actively representing Sea Anglers to
Government

Clubs can purchasethe insurance cover separately for their organised events, receive limited copies of the
newsletter and handbook, can register competitions as "NFSA"and similarly get the benefit of Government
lobbying.
To clear up a popular"misconception;"the NFSAdoes not spend any member subscription monies directly
supporting competitions; in fact it makes a small margin on Festivalsand Championshipsit arrangeswhich
benefit the overall membership.
The NFSAis and will continue to be a not for profit organisation.With the exception of the Chief Executive
(David Rowe),who is a full time employee of the NFSA,no Directors receive any payment, other than re-
imbursementfor travel expensesif claimed. All participateon a vOluntarybasis.

The three optionsfor you to consider are: -

1 Leavethe membershipfees as they are and wind upthe affairs of the NFSAin an orderlymanner in 2008.
The NFSAwould continueto operate during anyperiod it took subscriptionsfor, but in the opinionof the board
it would not havea viable long term future.

If you are tempted to considerthis option, givesomethought as to whowould: -
a) Organisea cheap,high quality 3rdparty insurancefor sea anglers?
b) Continueto co-ordinatea ConservationGroupthat representssea angler's interests to Government?
c) Chair,organiseand managethe very successfulNationalTeamsactivity?
d) RepresentSeaAnglerson the AnglingDevelopmentBoardand ensurea fair proportionof this activity

is for the benefit of seaangling?

2 Increaseindividual membershipto £21, club membershipto £2 per headand family and associate
membershipspro rata.Thiswould:
a) Replacethe one third of our income removedbySport England,
b) Allow no increasein the servicesprovidedto our members.
c) Allowno increaseour conservationand lobbyingactivities.
d) At best be in a "continue as we are" situation.

3. Increasemembershipto £26, club membershipto £3 per headand family and other categoriespro rata.

This is the option unanimouslyrecommendedbyyour Boardbecauseit would:
a) Makethe NFSAa financially strong and independentorganisation.
b) Enablethe NFSAto applydedicated personnel& resourcesto the vital task of fish stock conservation.
c) Enablethe NFSAto gather reliable and continuousdata onthe value and requirements of sea angling.
d) Strengthenthe considerableinfluence the NFSAhason Governmentdecisionseffecting seaangling.
